The film tax credit is a worthwhile program that has been supported but has also had its detractors. I support the program and see how it can bring revenue and employment to many areas across the Commonwealth. 
 
I've attached an article you may find interesting, outlining the value of the program. It deals specifically with Pittsburgh, but it can apply to any part of the state.
The article points out: 
"Tax incentives are now the biggest factor" to filming in Pennsylvania. And in 2009, three films that were shot in Pittsburgh "hired 633 local crew members." Everything from teamsters to caterers are hired, with production spending "more than $1 million on car rentals, more than $1.7 million on construction supplies and more than $1.2 million on local groceries and catering supplies. They also paid more than $1.4 million to local people and businesses for use of locations. And a total number of hotel rooms paid for by the three productions was 40,159."
